The Council met on Thursday, May 1, and at that meeting,

—Agreed to act as the calling church for Rich Rienstran Grand Rapids Classis East to serve a Christian Reformed
Home Mission church plant, a prison congregation in Ionia;

—Approved a list of nominees for elders and deaconwiith letters of invitation going out in the first half of May and
Elections for new members June 8;

—Discussed the draft Strategic Plan|A Place to Grow", deciding to seek a more focused vision for the plan, and resume
consideration in July; and

—Heard a special reporton the Parish Nurse ministry.

$444.,841, or 100.6% of the budgeted amount. The deficit of $59,843 is similar to previous years, but this year our balance
is lower than last year.

PENTECOST LITURGICAL ART

Pentecost begins fifty days after Easter. Church of the Servant celebrates the Pentecost season throughout the summer.
The Pentecost colors are red and the colors of flames, indicating the Holy Spirit.

The Pentecost fabric was painted by Shelley Smith and Virginia Wieringa. The painted fabric swoops through the upper
part of the sanctuary and intertwines with the Easter banner to signify how the Spirit sets our hearts afire to burn with love
for God and our world.

Carl Huisman made the communion set. The red stripes are symbols of Christ’s blood shed for the sin of the world.
Carl Huisman made the processional cross.

The sanctuary is encircled by the fruit of the Spirit from Galatians 5:22-23 in many different languages, to reflect the
diversity of the church of Christ as well as our unity in the Spirit.
