Poverty Simulation - Ever wonder about the economic ramifications facing some of Michigan’s underemployed, refugees,
ex-convicts, single-parents, and disabled? On Wednesday, July 23, from 6:15-8:45pm—in cooperation with ACCESS of
West Michigan, our church will be hosting our first-ever Poverty Simulation, an event wherein youths and adults take on
new roles and responsibilities to help us all better understand the realities of poverty faced by growing numbers of our
fellow Americans—and nearby neighbors. This will be an eye-opening experience where you will have the opportunity to
interact with a large crew of actors who will lead us in the enactment—having come to understand first-hand the cracks and
pitfalls inherent to our social support system. While we do pay a stipend for the leadership of these individuals, it only
amounts to a nominal $20/COS-participant—well worth the new understandings that we can expect to glean. To help
encourage a full contingent of 50 individual-participants from our congregation, we are not requiring everyone to pay this
registration fee in full, and are willing to provide scholarships to anyone for whom cost is a barrier. Please sign-up in the
café area today for this important learning opportunity.
